A podcast or audiovisual contribution can comprise up to six A4 pages (i.e. three spreads): 210 x 297 mm + 3 mm bleed. They can be sent in pdf format, provided that the text, images, video files, and (if applicable) QR codes are also supplied in additional, separate files. Images and video should be of decent size and quality:
· Preferably 210 x 148 mm, 300 dpi, in jpg or tiff format for images 
· [bookmark: _Hlk213686330]Preferably 4K (3840x2160) or 1080p (1920x1080), with 16:9 as the standard aspect ratio, in MP4 or MOV format for video
Authors are expected to order the necessary images and obtain copyrights. All images and videos are accompanied by a brief caption in which the author mentions the maker and/or the location of the materials. The caption is styled as follows:
[Rights holder], [title / description], [year], [specifics – medium, materials, size, ...]. Photo by [photographer’s name].
[Reflection on the images]
Provide sufficient information in a few paragraphs for interdisciplinary readers without prior knowledge to form an impression of your artistic practice. Name and contextualize the presented work in an accessible manner: do not leave abstractions, substantiate with sufficient references, and also mention the context in which the images were created. The work does not need to be explained in a bite-sized format, but authors are expected to share insights, processes, and results of their artistic research while taking a reflective approach.
[Personal details / biography + optional mention of pronouns]
Include approx. 3 biographical lines (written in third person), affiliation, and, if desired, e-mail address and pronouns. Titles (e.g. Dr) are omitted. This bio gives the reader insight into the author’s position within the field of artistic research.

Email address
[Acknowledgement - optional]
Authors can acknowledge the efforts of partners and collaborators by adding an acknowledgement section (e.g. for promotors, colleagues, artists, institutions, peer reviewers).

Repeat the title of your contribution here
Subtitle: use this style for headings
Paragraph: use this style for the first paragraph of your text, or after a heading or blank line.

New paragraph: use this style when you start a new paragraph, new paragraphs indent left with a Tab (not a sequence of whitespaces). 
Block quotations: Quotations consisting of more than three lines are indicated by indenting the entire text after a blank line, using the Tab key. Quotation marks are omitted. Finish with a blank line. Own additions or ellipses within quotations must be placed between square brackets [...].

The form of podcasts and audiovisual contributions may, of course, differ greatly from the standard structure proposed here. We encourage authors to freely arrange the three spreads freely, taking into account the required components mentioned above.

Notes are used sparingly. Use the option “insert endnotes” in your text editor.
